Imaging

Q The image is blurred.

o "Adjusting the Screen Resolution”. And then select the correct resolution, refresh rate and
make adjustments based on these instructions.

Q Does the blurring only occur at resolutions lower than the native (maximum) resolution?

Download Resolution file from the website (see Product support on page 3). Refer to "Adjusting
the Screen Resolution”. Select the native resolution.

Q Pixel errors can be seen.

One of several pixels is permanently black, one or more pixels are permanently white, one or
more pixels are permanently red, green, blue or another color.

* These are pixels that are permanently on or off and is a natural defect that occurs in LCD
technology.

O The image has a faulty coloration.
