1.1 Device overview
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Back button

* Touch to go back to the previous screen, or to close a dialog box,
options menu, the notification panel, etc.

O Home button

* From any application or screen, touch to return to the Home screen.

« Touch and hold to turn on Google Assistant. You can get help such
as getting directions and restaurant information based on the content
detected on the screen.

Recent apps

Touch to view applications you've recently accessed

Power key

Press: Lock the screen/Light up the screen.

Press and hold: Show the popup menu to select from Power off/
Restart/Aeroplane mode/Cast.

Press and hold the Power key and Volume down key to take a
screenshot.

Press and hold the Power key for at least 11 seconds to force reboot.

Double-press the Power key to open the camera.

Volume Keys

Adjusts the earpiece or headset volume during a phone call.

Adjusts the media volume for streaming, listening, and viewing on
media apps.

Mutes the ringtone of an incoming call.

While using the camera, press the Volume up or Down key to take a
photo or press and hold to take burst shots.



1.2 Getting started

Setting up

Inserting or removing the SIM/microSD card
0 Insert the provided SIM pin into the hole.

You must insert your SIM card to make phone calls. You do not need to power off
your phone before inserting or removing the SIM card as this phone supports hot

swap.



Your phone only supports nano-SIM cards. Do not attempt to insert other
SIM types; otherwise this may cause damage to your phone.

Charging the battery

You are advised to fully charge the battery ( () ). Charging status is indicated by
a percentage displayed on screen while the phone is powered off. The percentage
increases as the phone is charged.

To reduce power consumption and energy waste when the battery is fully

@ charged, disconnect your charger from the plug; switch off Wi-Fi, GPS,
Bluetooth or background-running applications when not in use; reduce the
backlight time, etc.

Powering on your phone

Hold down the Power key until the phone powers on, unlock your phone (Swipe,
PIN, Password, Pattern, etc. if necessary and confirm. The Home screen is
displayed.

If you do not know your PIN code or forget it, contact your network operator. Be
sure to keep your PIN code secure.

Powering off your phone

Press and hold the Power key until options appear, then select Power off.



1.3 Home screen

You can bring all the items (applications, shortcuts, folders and widgets) you love
or use most frequently to your Home screen for quick access. Touch the Home
button to switch to the Home screen.

The Home screen is provided in an extended format to allow more space for
adding applications, shortcuts etc. Slide the Home screen horizontally left and
right to get a complete view.

Using the touchscreen

Touch %

To access an application, touch it with your finger.

Touch and hold %

To enter the available options for an item, touch and hold the item. For example.
Select a contact in Contacts and touch and hold it. An options list will then appear.

Drag %

Place your finger on the screen to drag an object to another location.



Slide/Swipe

Slide the screen to scroll up and down the applications, images, and web pages.
You can slide the screen horizontally too.

Flick %

Similar to swiping, but flicking makes it move quicker.

Pinch/Spread ﬁ

Place two fingers on the screen surface and draw them apart or together to scale
an element on the screen.

Rotate

Automatically change the screen orientation from portrait to landscape by turning
the phone sideways to have a better screen view.
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Status bar

From the status bar, you can view both phone status and notification information.

Drag down the status bar to view notifications and drag again to enter the quick
settings panel.

Touch and drag up to close it. When there are notifications, they can be accessed
by touching them.

Notification panel

When there are notifications, touch and drag down the Status bar to open the
Notification panel to read more detailed information.

— Touch to clear all event—based notifications
(other ongoing notifications will remain).

Quick settings panel
Touch and drag down from the top of the screen to open the Quick settings panel.
You can enable or disable functions or change modes by touching the icons.

Touch the Edit icon to customise your Quick settings panel.

Touch to access Settings, where
you can set more items.

Lock/Unlock your screen

To protect your phone and privacy, you can lock the screen with a pattern, PIN,
password, fingerprint or face.

To create a screen unlock pattern, touch Settings > Security & biometrics >
Screen lock, Fingerprint or Face unlock.

To lock the phone screen

« If your phone remains inactive for a period of time, it will automatically lock the
screen and enter sleep mode to save power. Go to Settings > Display > Sleep
and select a screen timeout period.

* You can also manually lock the screen by pressing the Power key once.
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To unlock the phone screen

Press the Power key once to light up the screen, swipe up and unlock the screen
with the method you have set.

Swipe right to enter Phone —— — Swipe left to enter Camera

Enter a password to unlock the screen

Once the screen is turned on, swipe up from any position on the screen to display
the password input panel. Then enter your lock screen password.

Use pattern unlock

Draw the same pattern you have set to unlock the screen.

Use Face unlock

* From the app list, touch Settings > Security & biometrics > Face unlock.
Before using the face key, you need to set a pattern/PIN/password.

* Hold your phone 20-50 cm from your face. Position your face in the square
shown on the screen. For best results, we suggest that the face key is enrolled
indoors and away from direct sunlight.

* Enable Face unlock when your screen turns on, otherwise you will have to
swipe up on the screen first of all.
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Use Fingerprint unlock

Touch the fingerprint sensor (Settings > Security & biometrics > Fingerprint)
with an enrolled finger to unlock the screen.

Personalising your Home screen

Add

You can touch and hold a folder, an application or a widget and drag the item to
your preferred Home screen.

Reposition

Touch and hold an item and drag it to the desired position and then release. You
can move items both on the Home screen and the Favourite tray. Hold the icon
on the left or right edge of the screen to drag the item to another Home screen.

Remove

Touch and hold the item and drag it up to the top of the e remove icon, and
release after it turns blue.

Create folders

To improve the organisation of shortcuts or applications on the Home screen and
the Favourite tray, you can add them to a folder by stacking one item on top of
another. To rename a folder, open it and touch the folder’s title bar to input the
new name.

Wallpaper customisation

Touch and hold an empty area on the Home screen, then touch Wallpaper & style
to customise wallpaper.

Widgets and recently used applications

Consult widgets

Touch and hold the empty area in the Home screen, then touch Widgets to display
all widgets.

Touch the selected widget and slide it to move to your preferred screen.

Consult recently used applications

To consult recently used applications, touch the Recent apps button. Touch a
thumbnail in the window to open the application.

Touch one thumbnail and slide it up to close the application, slide it right/left to
switch between the applications.

Touch CLEAR ALL at the bottom of the screen to close all the running applications.

Volume adjustment

Press the Volume key to adjust the Media volume.

Using the Onscreen Keyboard

The screen acts as the viewfinder. First, position the object or landscape in the
viewfinder, touch the screen to focus if necessary. Touch (@ ) to capture. The

photo will be automatically saved. You can also touch and hold @ to take burst
shots.

To take a video

Touch VIDEO to change the camera mode to video. Touch to start video
recording. Touch the left part of this icon to take a picture during video
recording.

Touch the right part of this icon to pause video recording and touch
to continue. Touch to stop recording. The video will be automatically saved.

Further operations when viewing a photo/video you have taken
+ Slide left or right to view the photos or videos you have taken.
* Touch , then Gmail/Bluetooth/MMS/etc. to share the photo or video.

* Touch Back button to return to Camera.

Modes and settings

Modes

Slide left or right to switch between modes.

* AUTO: Auto is the default mode for Camera.
» VIDEO: Touch to access video mode.

* ONE SHOT: Touch to access one shot mode.

« PORTRAIT: Touch to create a depth of field effect. You can compose an image
that highlights your subject while producing a gorgeously blurred background.

* PRO: Pro camera mode lets you fine-tune parameters and gives you full control
over ISO, WB exposure time, aperture, shutter speed and so on.

* PANO: Touch to turn on the panorama function. Touch the shutter button
to start taking a panoramic photo and move the phone steadily along in the
direction indicated by the onscreen line. Once the slots are filled, the photo will
be automatically saved. If the slots are not fully filled, touch the shutter button
again to save the photo.

Storage: Touch to choose between phone and SD card storage when an SD
card is inserted. The default is phone storage.

Save location information: Turn on to tag photos and videos with your
location. This option is available when the GPS location service is enabled.

Shutter sound: Touch to turn on/off shutter sound when capturing.

Watermark: Touch to turn on/off Watermark.

Reset settings: Touch to reset the camera to its factory default settings.

* Touch @ to give access to your location, send a voice message or attach files.

* Touch F@ to take a photo/video or attach a photo/video you have taken.

* When finished, touch to send the multimedia message.
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Manage messages

3.8 Google applications

Google apps are preinstalled on your phone to improve work efficiency and help
you enjoy life.

This manual briefly introduces the apps. For detailed features and user guides,
refer to the related websites or the introduction provided in the apps.

You are recommended to register with a Google account to enjoy all the functions.
Chrome

A web browser with which you can surf the internet.

Your bookmarks, browsing history, and settings across all devices with the browser
installed can be synchronised with your Google account.

(M Application availability depends on country and operator.
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Gmail

As Google's web-based email service, Gmail is configured when you first set
up your phone. With this application you can send and receive emails, manage
emails by labels, archive emails, etc. Emails can be automatically synchronised
with your Gmail account.

Maps

Google Maps offers satellite imagery, street maps, 360° panoramic views of
streets, real-time traffic conditions, and route planning for travelling by foot, car,
or public transportation. By using this application, you can find your own location,
search for a place, and get suggested route planning for your trips.

YouTube

YouTube is an online video-sharing application where users can upload, view,
and share videos. Available content includes video clips, TV clips, music videos,
and other content such as video blogging, short original videos, and educational
videos. It supports a streaming function that allows you to start watching videos
almost as soon as they begin downloading from the internet.

Photos

Google Photos stores and backs up your photos and videos. It also automatically
analyses photos and organises them into groups, so that you can quickly find the
photos you need.

Play Store

Serves as the official app store for the Android operating system, allowing users
to browse and download applications and games. Applications are either free of
charge or at a cost.

In Play Store, search for the app you need, download it and then follow the
installation guide to install the app. You can also uninstall, update an app, and
manage your downloads.

Duo

A video chat mobile app.

With phone numbers verified, users can easily video call people from their contact
list.
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Assistant

Touch and hold the Home button to quickly ask for help, check the news, make a
phone call, and more.

Files

Files displays all data stored on the phone, including both external microSDTM
card and internal storage, such as applications, media files downloaded from
Google Play Store, YouTube or other locations; Videos, pictures or audios you
have captured; other data transferred via Bluetooth, USB cable, etc.

* Once Wi-Fi is turned on, detected Wi-Fi networks are listed.

* Touch a Wi-Fi network to connect to it. If the network you selected is secured,
you are required to enter a password or other credentials (you should contact
the network operator for details).

To add a Wi-Fi network

When Wi-Fi is on, you can add new Wi-Fi networks according to your preference.
