Re-imaging is
required when software in the computer is corrupted or damaged and it can also be used as a means of removing harmful and
malicious software in your computer. This re-imaging guide provides the steps that are required for re-imaging your computer.

This guide assists you in installing Dell-recommended software stack and settings, drivers, and applications, which are tested
and validated on the computer. The installation of the listed drivers and applications as described in the guide enhances the
optimal performance of your computer.

Dell also provides drivers and applications that are not included with the Windows operating system. These drivers are required
to enable the following solid-state drives (SSDs):

e 512 GB PCle SSD
