To make setup as smooth as possible, please prepare the following:

An internet connection through a Wi-Fi network.
You may need the name and password of the Wi-Fi network.

For devices with SIM card slots, install SIM card provided by your carrier.

Your previous device or a backup of your device, if you're transferring
your data to your new device.

Initial setup
