We recommend that all service be performed by a certified service technician. If you choose to perform the
service yourself, please follow all instructions carefully.

Before replacing any FRU, read the entire page on removing and replacing FRUs.
When you replace FRUs, it is recommended to use new nylon-coated screws.

Be extremely careful during such write operations as copying, saving, or formatting. Drives in the product that
you are servicing sequence might have been altered. If you select an incorrect drive, data or programs might be
overwritten.

Replace a FRU only with another FRU of the correct model. When you replace a FRU, ensure that the model of
the machine and the FRU part number are correct.

A FRU should not be replaced because of a single, unreproducible failure. Single failures can occur for a variety
of reasons that have nothing to do with a hardware defect, such as cosmic radiation, ESD, or software errors.
Consider replacing a FRU only when a problem recurs. If you suspect that a FRU is defective, clear the error log and
run the test again. If the error does not recur, do not replace the FRU.

Be careful not to replace a nondefective FRU.

What to do first

When you return a FRU, you must include the following information in the parts exchange form or parts return
form that you attach to it:

Before checking problems with the product, determine whether the damage is covered under the warranty
by referring to the following list:

The following are not covered under warranty:

Display cracked from the application of excessive force or from being dropped

Scratched (cosmetic) component

Distortion, deformation, or discoloration of the cosmetic component

Plastic parts, latches, pins, or connectors that have been cracked or broken by excessive force
Damage caused by liquid spilled into the system

Damage caused by the improper insertion of a PC Card or the installation of an incompatible card
Forgotten product password (making the product unusable)

Use of an incorrect ac power adapter on laptop products

The following symptoms might indicate damage caused by non-warranted activities:
¢ Missing part might be a symptom of service or modification.
¢ Check for obvious damage to a hard disk drive. If the spindle of a hard disk drive becomes noisy, the hard

disk drive might have been dropped or subject to excessive force.

General Guidelines

When removing or replacing an FRU, ensure that you observe the following general guidelines:

1. We recommend that all service be performed by a certified service technician. If you choose to perform
the service yourself, please follow all instructions carefully.

2. Begin by removing any FRUs that have to be removed before replacing the failing FRU. Any such FRUs
are listed at the beginning of each FRU replacement procedure. Remove them in the order in which they
are listed.

3. Follow the correct sequence in the steps for removing an FRU, as shown in the illustrations by the
numbers in square callouts.

4. When removing an FRU, move it in the direction as shown by the arrow in the illustration.

5. Toinstall a new FRU in place, perform the removal procedure in reverse and follow any notes that
pertain to replacement.

6. When replacing an FRU, carefully retain and reuse all screws.

7. When replacing the base cover, reapply all labels that come with the replacement base cover. If some
original labels are not included with the replacement base cover, peal them off from the original base
cover and paste them on the replacement base cover.

Attention: The system board is sensitive to and can be damaged by ESD. Before touching it, establish
personal grounding by touching a ground point with one hand or by using an ESD strap.
