INTRODUCTION _

Some customers purchase BGR enclosures with a front door (A) pre-configured on it. Others purchase
doors after the rack.

This instruction sheet shows you how to install, remove and reverse the front door in order to
accommodate all scenarios.

INSTALLING THE DOOR

NOTE:

* Your door (A) may be installed with
the hinges on either side of the
enclosure depending on desired
door swing direction.

FIGURE A

1. Use power driver, #2 Phillips bit,
and (4x) 10-32 screws (B) to attach
both male hinges (C) to the enclosure
as shown. (FIGURE A)

2. Use (2x) 10-32 screws (B) to attach the
door strike (D) to the enclosure.

3. Hang your door (A) onto the hinge pins (C) as shown. (FIGURE B)

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REVERSING THE DOOR (OPTIONAL) |

NOTE:

* Your door (A) may be installed with the hinges on either side of the opening on the front of your
enclosure (depending on desired door swing direction) using the steps in this topic.

* Adjust torque on power driver to lightest setting and only increase as necessary.

1. If a door is not currently installed on the front of your enclosure, skip to step 8.
2. If a door is currently installed on the front of your enclosure, carefully lift the door up and off the top
male hinge, then the bottom hinge, and set it aside.

4. Use power driver and Phillips bit to remove 10-32 x V%" flat head screws (B) and male hinges (C) from
the front of your enclosure.

. Install the same screws and male hinges to the opposite side of the enclosure.

. Remove screws and door strike from the enclosure.

. Install the same screws and door strike to the opposite side of the enclosure.

. Carefully rotate the door.

. With the door fully rotated, notice how the handle and cam are \
upside-down.
