This helps
prevent wear of the shaving heads.

Replace the set back into the shaving unit.

Bl Repeat the process for the other two sets
of cutters and combs.

Ed Put the retaining frame back into the
shaving unit.

U Reattach the shaving unit and shake excess
water off the shaver.
