Important

Danger
 - Always put the ingredients to be fried in the basket,  

to prevent them from coming into contact with the  
heating elements. 

 - Do not cover the air inlet and the air outlet openings while 
the appliance is operating.

 - Do not fill the pan with oil as this may cause a fire hazard. 
 - Never immerse the appliance in water or any other liquid, 

nor rinse it under the tap.
Warning

 - Check if the voltage indicated on the appliance 
corresponds to the local mains voltage before  
you connect the appliance.

 - Do not use the appliance if the plug, the mains cord or  
the appliance itself is damaged.

 - If the mains cord is damaged, you must have it replaced by 
Philips, a service centre authorised by Philips or similarly 
qualified persons in order to avoid a hazard.

 - This appliance is not intended for use by persons 
(including children) with reduced physical, sensory or 
mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, 
unless they have been given supervision or instruction 
concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible 
for their safety.

 - Keep the appliance and its cord out of reach of children.
 - Keep the mains cord away from hot surfaces.
 - Only connect the appliance to an earthed wall socket. 

Always make sure that the plug is inserted into the wall 
socket properly.

 - This appliance is not intended to be operated by means  
of an external timer or a separate remote-control system. 

 - Do not place the appliance against a wall or against other 
appliances. Leave at least 10cm free space on the back  
and sides and 10cm free space above the appliance.  
Do not place anything on top of the appliance. 

 - Do not use the appliance for any other purpose than 
described in the user manual.

 - During hot air frying, hot steam is released through 
the air outlet openings. Keep your hands and face at a 
safe distance from the steam and from the air outlet 
openings. Also be careful of hot steam and air when  
you remove the pan from the appliance. 

 - The accessible surfaces may become hot during use (Fig. 1).
 - The airfryer accessories become hot when you use  

them in the airfryer. Be careful when you handle them.
Caution

 - This appliance is intended for normal household use 
only. It is not intended for use in environments such 
as staff kitchens of shops, offices, farms or other work 
environments. Nor is it intended to be used by clients in 
hotels, motels, bed and breakfasts and other residential 
environments.

 - Always return the appliance to a service centre authorised  
by Philips for examination or repair. Do not attempt to  
repair the appliance yourself, otherwise the 
guarantee becomes invalid.

 - This appliance is designed to be used at ambient 
temperatures between 5ºC and 40ºC.

 - Always unplug the appliance after use.
 - Let the appliance cool down for approx. 30 minutes before 

you handle or clean it.
 - Make sure the ingredients prepared in this appliance come 

out golden-yellow instead of dark or brown. Remove burnt 
remnants. Do not fry fresh potatoes at a temperature 
above 180°C (to minimise the production of acrylamide).

 - Do not throw away the appliance with the normal
