Unpack the machine

* Plastic bags are used in the packing of your machine. To avoid the danger of suffocation, keep these
plastic bags away from babies and children. Plastic bags are not toys.

* To ensure safe operation the supplied plug must be inserted only into a standard power outlet that is
properly grounded through the standard electrical wiring. Non grounded equipment may cause an
electrical shock hazard, and may cause excessive electrical noise radiation.

a Remove the protective tape and film covering the machine, and also from the LCD.
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Connect the power cord
and telephone line

* The machine must be fitted with an earthed
plug.

» Since the machine is grounded through the
power outlet, you can protect yourself from
potentially hazardous electrical conditions on
the telephone network by keeping the power
cord connected to your machine when you
connect it to a telephone line. Similarly, you
can protect yourself when you want to move
your machine by disconnecting the telephone
line first and then the power cord.

« To prolong the life of the print head, provide the
best ink cartridge economy and maintain print
quality, we do not recommend unplugging the
machine frequently and/or leaving the machine
unplugged for extended periods of time. Each
time you plug the machine in, it automatically
cleans the print head, which uses some of your
ink.

We recommend using @ to power down the

machine. Using @ allows minimal power to
the machine, resulting in periodic, but less

frequent, cleaning of the print head.

b Lift the scanner cover until it locks securely into
the open position.

€ Connect the telephone line cord.
Connect one end of the telephone line cord to
the socket marked LINE on the machine.
Carefully guide the telephone line cord into the
cable channel and out the back of the machine.
Connect the other end to a modular wall
socket.
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IMPORTANT

The telephone line cord MUST be connected to
the socket marked LINE on the machine.

d Lift the scanner cover to release the lock @.
Gently push the scanner cover support
down @ and close the scanner cover @ using
both hands.

Be careful not to pinch your fingers when the
scanner cover closes.



Install the ink cartridges

A CAUTION

If ink gets in your eyes, wash it out with water at
once and call a doctor if you are concerned.

NOTE

Make sure you install the Starter Ink Cartridges
included with your machine first.

@  Make sure that the power is turned on.

b Open the ink cartridge cover @.

€C Remove the orange protective part.

d Unpack the ink cartridge.
Turn the green release lever on the orange
protective packing @ counterclockwise until it
clicks to release the vacuum seal. Then
remove the orange protective packing @ as
shown.

IMPORTANT

DO NOT shake the ink cartridges. If ink stains
your skin or clothing, wash with soap or detergent
at once.

© Take care to match the sticker colour with the
cartridge colour.

Install each ink cartridge in the direction of the
arrow on the label.



f Gently push the back of the ink cartridge
marked “PUSH?” until the cartridge lever lifts.
After all the ink cartridges are installed, close
the ink cartridge cover.

IMPORTANT

After initial installation of the ink cartridges, the
machine will start cleaning the ink tube system.
This cleaning process will last approximately four
minutes.

DO NOT unplug the machine from the power
outlet or attempt to stop the cleaning process.
Interruption of cleaning process may cause
undesired print quality problems.

IMPORTANT

DO NOT take out ink cartridges if you do not
need to replace them. If you do so, it may
reduce the ink quantity and the machine will not
know the quantity of ink left in the cartridge.

+ DO NOT repeatedly insert and remove the
cartridges. If you do so, ink may seep out of the
cartridge.

* Once you open an ink cartridge, install it in the
machine and use it up within six months of
installation. Use unopened ink cartridges by
the expiration date written on the cartridge
package.

« DO NOT dismantle or tamper with the ink
cartridge, this can cause the ink to leak out of
the cartridge.

+ Brother multifunction machines are designed to
work with ink of a particular specification and
will work to a level of optimum performance
when used with genuine Brother branded ink
cartridges. Brother cannot guarantee this
optimum performance if ink or ink cartridges of
other specifications are used. Brother does not
therefore recommend the use of cartridges
other than genuine Brother branded cartridges
with this machine or the refilling of empty
cartridges with ink from other sources. If
damage is caused to the print head or other
parts of this machine as a result of using
incompatible products with this machine, any
repairs required as a result may not be covered
by the warranty.
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Load plain A4 paper

Pull the paper tray completely out of the
machine.

Open the output paper tray cover.

Gently press and slide the paper width
guides @ and then the paper length guide @ to
fit the paper size.

Make sure that the triangular marks @ on the
paper width guides @ and paper length

guide @ line up with the mark for the paper size
you are using.
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NOTE

Fan the stack of paper well to avoid paper jams
and misfeeds.

Always make sure that the paper is not curled or
wrinkled.

e Gently put the paper into the paper tray print

side down and top edge first. Check that the
paper is flat in the tray.

IMPORTANT

Be careful that you do not push the paper in too
far; it may lift at the back of the tray and cause
paper feed problems.

Gently adjust the paper width guides to the
paper with both hands. Make sure that the
paper width guides touch the edges of the
paper.

Close the output paper tray cover.

Slowly push the paper tray completely into the
machine.

While holding the paper tray in place, pull out
the paper support until it clicks, and then unfold
the paper support flap.

Check the print quality

When the preparation process has finished, the
LCD shows this message

Press Colour Start.

Check the quality of the four colour blocks on
the sheet. (black/yellow/cyan/magenta)

If all lines are clear and visible, press 1 (Yes) to
finish the quality check and go to the next step.

If lines are missing, press 2 (No) and follow the
steps on the LCD.



Set the date and time

The LCD displays the date and time. You can also
add the current date and time to each fax you send by
setting your Station ID (see step 10).
