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How to Manage Power Supply

AC/DC Adapter

Ensure that your notebook is connected to an AC power source via the AC adapter
before turning it on for the first time. If the notebook automatically shuts down due
to low battery power, it is likely to cause system failure. Below are some Dos and
Don'ts of an AC/DC adapter.
