Boot Sequence allows you to bypass the System Setup—defined boot device order
and boot directly to a specific device (for example: optical drive or hard drive).

Computer is running on battery and the battery has more than 5 percent charge.
Computer is in sleep state, hibernation, or turned off

NOTE: Hard-drive activity light is supported only on computers shipped with
hard drive.

The power and battery-status light blinks amber along with beep codes indicating
failures.

For example, the power and battery-status light blinks amber two times followed by a
pause, and then blinks white three times followed by a pause. This 2,3 pattern
continues until the computer is turned off indicating no memory or RAM is detected.

The following table shows different light patterns and describes what they indicate.

Camera status light: Indicates whether the camera is in use.

Flea power release

Flea power is the residual static electricity that remains on the computer even after it
has been powered off and the battery has been removed. The following procedure
provides the instructions on how to conduct flea power release:
