6 Troubleshooting

This section covers common problems and their
accompanying solutions.

General issues

The TV cannot be switched on:

e Disconnect the power cable from the
power outlet. Wait for one minute before
reconnecting it.

e Check that the power cable is securely
connected.

The remote control is not working properly:

e Check that the remote control batteries
are correctly inserted according to the +/-
orientation.

The TV menu is in the wrong language.

When turning the TV On/Off or to Standby, you

The creaking sound
comes from the normal expansion and
contraction of the TV as it cools down
and warms up. This does not impact its
performance.

Channel issues

Previously installed channels do not appear in the

channel list:

¢ Check that the correct channel list is selected.

Picture issues

The TV is on, but there is no picture:

e Check that the antenna is properly
connected to the TV.

There is sound but no picture:
