Charging your computer

Using the power adapter

Your computer features a built-in rechargeable battery. When you connect the power adapter and
USB Type-C cable provided to a power supply, the charging indicator will turn on to indicate that the
battery is charging. The battery charges faster when your computer is powered off or in sleep mode.

Safety information

Always use the power adapter that came with your computer for charging.
A Third-party accessories may present a potential safety hazard and impair performance.

Charge your computer at room temperature in a well-ventilated area.
A\ e Exposing your computer to high ambient temperatures during charging may damage the
internal components.
e Charging duration may vary depending on the ambient temperature and the battery usage.

e Your computer may become warm after prolonged use or charging. If it becomes hot to the
touch, disable non-essential features and disconnect the charger.

Battery status information
The battery status is indicated by the battery icon in the status bar.

e When your computer is charging, the ™= jcon will indicate that a charger is connected.

e To view the remaining battery percentage and battery life, move the cursor over the icon.

Powering your computer on and off

When using your computer for the first time, connect the power adapter and USB-C cable to charge
the battery.

Press the power button until the keyboard lights up to turn on or wake up your computer.

A, To force your computer to power off, hold down the power button for 10 seconds. All unsaved
data will be lost.



Function keys

and then press the corresponding key. Press the Fn key again to switch back to standard command.
