Simply press the OK button, then select
‘Reset’ to recall all of the original factory
settings.

Is the LCD screen resistant to scratches?
In general it is recommended that the
panel surface is not subjected to excessive
shocks and is protected from sharp or
blunt objects. When handling the monitor,
make sure that there is no pressure or
force applied to the panel surface side.
This may affect your warranty conditions.

How should | clean the LCD surface?
For normal cleaning, use a clean, soft
cloth.

2. sRGB; this is a standard setting for
ensuring correct exchange of colors
between different device (e.g. digital

3. User Define; the user can choose his/
her preference color setting by adjusting
red, green blue color.
