Every time the ® button is pressed again, the
cooking time will be increased by a further 30
seconds.

When the oven is switched off, the display can be
used as a timer. To activate the function and set the
length of time you require, use @ or @ .Press © to
set the power to 0 W, then press ® to activate the
countdown.

Please note: The timer does not activate any of the cooking
cycles.
To stop the timer at any time, press @.
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CLEANING

Do not use steam cleaners.

INTERIOR AND EXTERIOR SURFACES

« Clean the surfaces with a damp cloth. If they are
very dirty, add a few drops of pH-neutral detergent.
Finish off with a dry cloth.

« Clean the door glass with a suitable liquid
detergent.

« At regular intervals or in case of spills, remove the
turntable and its support to clean the bottom of the
oven, removing all food residue.

Do not use wire wool, abrasive scourers or abrasive/
corrosive cleaning agents, as these could damage
the surfaces of the appliance.

ACCESSORIES
All the accessories can be cleaned in the dishwasher.
