The licenses for most software are designed to take away your freedom to share and change it. By contrast, the
GNU General Public Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change free software--to
make sure the software is free for all its users.

Korvaavan Ohjelmiston takuu on voimassa alkuperdisen takuuajan loppuun saakka tai 30 pdivan ajan sen mukaan,
kumpi ajanjakso on pitempi. Tdma rajoitettu takuu ei koske Kadyttdjad, jos Ohjelmisto on toimitettu Kadyttdjdlle
ilmaiseksi ainoastaan arviointia varten.

Tavaramerkit Tietyt tdssd Sopimuksessa, Ohjelmistossa ja painetuissa kdyttdoppaissa kdytetyt tuotteiden ja Philipsin
nimet saattavat olla Philipsin, sen lisenssinantajien tai muiden kolmansien osapuolten tavaramerkkejd. Kayttajilld ei ole
oikeutta kdyttdd nditd tavaramerkkejd.

Vientirajoitukset Kayttdja hyvaksyy, ettd Kayttdja ei vie tai vie uudelleen Ohjelmistoa suoraan tai epdsuorasti maahan,
jonne vienti edellyttdd Yhdysvaltojen Export Administration Act -lain tai vastaavan Yhdysvaltojen asetuksen tai
saadoksen nojalla vientilupaa tai muuta Yhdysvaltojen hallinnon mydntamaa hyvaksyntad, ellei asiaankuuluvaa lupaa
tai hyvdksyntdd ole saatu etukdteen.

Yleista Tdmd Sopimus muodostaa Kdyttdjdn ja Philipsin vdlisen koko sopimuksen ja se syrjdyttdd kaikki aiemmat esitykset,
sitoumukset tai muut Ohjelmistoon ja kdyttdoppaisiin liittyvat viestit tai mainokset. Vaikka jotain osaa tdstd Sopimuksesta
pidettdisiin patemattdmana, muu Sopimus pysyy voimassa. Tama Sopimus ei vaikuta kuluttajana toimivien osapuolten
lainmukaisiin oikeuksiin.
