Proper posture when using your Desktop PC

When using your Desktop PC, maintaining the proper posture is necessary to prevent strain to your
wrists, hands, and other joints or muscles. This section provides you with tips on avoiding physical
discomfort and possible injury while using and fully enjoying your Desktop PC.

1. From the Start screen or taskbar, right-click the app you want to unpin.

2. Click Unpin from Start or Unpin this program from taskbar to remove the app from the
Start screen or taskbar.

If task view is disabled, click ! > Show Task View button to display the task view icon .
