OHJELMISTON KIINTEALLA TALLENNUSVALINEELLA, KUTEN CD-LEVYLLA, EIKA HANELLA OLE OLLUT
MAHDOLLISUUTTA TUTUSTUA TAHAN SOPIMUKSEEN JA HAN EI HYVAKSY NAITA EHTOJA, OHJELMISTON
MAHDOLLINEN HANKINTAHINTA KORVATAAN HANELLE KOKONAISUUDESSAAN, MIKALI HAN PALAUTTAA
KAYTTAMATTOMAN OHJELMISTON JA MAKSUTOSITTEEN KOLMENKYMMENEN PAIVAN KULUESSA
OSTOPAIVASTA.

1. Kayttooikeuden myontaminen Talld Sopimuksella Kdyttéjdlle mydnnetddn ei-yksinomainen, ei siirrettdvissa oleva,
ei alilisensioitavissa oleva oikeus asentaa ja kdyttdd Laitteessa tai tietokoneessa yhtd (1) kappaletta Ohjelmiston
mddritettyd versiota objektikoodimuodossa, kuten kdyttdoppaassa on madritetty, ainoastaan Kayttdjan
henkildkohtaiseen kdyttoon. Ohjelmisto on “kdytdssd”, kun se on ladattu tietokoneen tai Laitteen vdliaikaiseen tai
pysyvaan muistiin (esimerkiksi RAM-muistiin tai kiintolevylle).

2. Omistusoikeus Ohjelmistoa ei myyda vaan Kdyttdjdlle luovutetaan siihen kdyttdoikeus. Télld Sopimuksella Kayttdjélle
mydnnetddn vain oikeus kdyttdd Tuotetta. Kdyttdjd ei saa Ohjelmistoon mitddn muita nimenomaisia tai oletettuja
oikeuksia kuin ne, mitd tdssd Sopimuksessa on maaritetty. Tuotetta koskevat kaikki oikeudet, nimikkeet ja edut,
mukaan lukien kaikki Tuotteeseen sisdltyvat patentit, tekijanoikeudet, likesalaisuudet ja muut immateriaalioikeudet
sdilyvat Philipsilld ja sen lisenssinantajilla. Ohjelmisto on tekijanoikeuslakien, kansainvdlisten sopimusten sddddsten ja
muiden immateriaalioikeuslakien suojaama. Ndin ollen Kéyttdjd ei saa kopioida Tuotetta muutoin kuin tavalla, joka
tdssd erityisesti madrdtdan, ilman Philipsin etukdteen myontdmada kirjallista valtuutusta, lukuun ottamatta sitd, ettd
Kéyttdjd saa tehdd Ohjelmistosta yhden (1) kopion kdytettdvaksi pelkdstddn varmuuskopiona. Kdyttdjd ei saa kopioida
mitddn Ohjelmiston mukana toimitettavia painettuja asiakirjoja tai tulostaa useampaa kuin yhden (1) kappaleen
sahkdisessd muodossa toimitettavista kdyttdoppaista, lukuun ottamatta sitd, ettd Kdyttdjd saa tehdd mainituista
painetuista asiakirjoista yhden (1) kopion kaytettavaksi pelkdstaan varmuuskopiona.

3. Kayttooikeuden rajoitukset Lukuun ottamatta sitd, mitd tdssd toisin sdddetddn, Kéyttdjd ei saa vuokrata, alilisensioida,
myydd, luovuttaa, lainata tai muuten siirtdd Ohjelmistoa. Kdyttdjd ei saa itse eikd myontdd kolmannelle osapuolelle
lupaa selvittdd Ohjelmiston valmistustapaa tai purkaa tai hajottaa

Ohjelmistoa, paitsi niiltd osin kuin edelld mainittu rajoitus on soveltuvan lain mukaisesti nimenomaisesti kielletty.
Kayttdjd ei saa poistaa tai tuhota Ohjelmistosta mitddn tuotetunnisteita, tekijanoikeuslausekkeita tai muita
omistajuutta osoittavia merkintdjd tai rajoituksia. Kaikki nimikkeet, tavaramerkit, tekijanoikeuslausekkeet ja
rajoitettuihin oikeuksiin liittyvat lausekkeet tulee jaljentdd Kayttdjan Ohjelmistosta tekemddn varmuuskopioon.
Kéyttdjd ei saa muokata tai muuttaa Ohjelmistoa, siséllyttad Ohjelmistoa toiseen ohjelmaan tai luoda Ohjelmistoon
perustuvia johdannaistuotteita.

4. Vastuunrajoitus OHJELMISTON ON TARKOITETTU AUTTAMAAN KAYTTAJAA SELLAISEN AINEISTON
SIRTAMISESSA, JOHON HANELLA ON TEKIJANOIKEUS TAI JONKA SIEPPAAMISEEN JA SIRTAMISEEN HAN
ON SAANUT LUVAN TEKIJANOIKEUDEN HALTIJALTA. JOS KAYTTAJALLA El OLE TEKIJANOIKEUTTA TAI
TEKIJANOIKEUDEN HALTIJAN LUPAA AINEISTON SIEPPAAMISEEN JA SIIRTOON, HAN SAATTAA RIKKOA
TEKIJANOIKEUSLAKIA JA JOUTUA VASTAAMAAN VAHINGONKORVAUS- JA MUIHIN VAATEISIIN. JOS
KAYTTAJA ON EPATIETOINEN OIKEUKSISTAAN, HANEN TULEE OTTAA YHTEYTTA LAINOPILLISEEN
NEUVONANTAJAAN. KAYTTAJA OTTAA TAYDEN VASTUUN OHJELMISTON LAINMUKAISESTA JA
VASTUUNTUNTOISESTA KAYTOSTA.

Kolmansien osapuolten vastuunrajoitus ja WM-DRM-rajoitukset: WM-DRM: Sisédllontuottajat kdyttavat Windows
Median digitaalisten oikeuksien hallinnoimisteknologiaa (*WM-DRM") suojellakseen tuottamaansa sisdltéd (*'Suojattu
sisdltd™), jotta sisdltoon liittyvid immateriaalioikeuksia, tekijanoikeudet mukaan lukien, ei kdytetd vdarin. Taman
ohjelmiston ja muiden kolmansien osapuolten sovellusten (*WM-DRM-ohjelmisto”) osat kdyttavat WM-DRM-
tekniikkaa Suojatun sisdllon siirtdmiseen tai toistamiseen. Jos WM-DRM-ohjelmiston suojaus on vaarassa, Suojatun
sisallon omistajat (“*Suojatun sisdllon omistajat”) voivat pyytdd Microsoftia peruuttamaan WM-DRM-ohjelmiston
oikeudet kopioida, ndyttda, siirtdd ja/tai toistaa Suojattua sisdltéd. Peruuttaminen ei estd WM-DRM-ohjelmistoa
toistamasta suojaamatonta sisdltod. Peruutetut oikeudet sisdltavien WM-DRM-ohjelmistojen luettelo ldhetetddn
tietokoneeseen aina, kun Kéyttdja lataa suojatun sisdllon kayttdoikeuden Internetistd. Microsoft voi tdllaisen
kayttdoikeuden yhteydessd ladata peruutusluettelon Kayttdjan tietokoneelle myds Suojatun sisdllon omistajien
puolesta. Suojatun sisdllon omistajat saattavat my&s edellyttdd, ettd Kayttdjd paivittdd joitakin tdiman Ohjelmiston WM-
DRM-osia (“WM-DRM-pdivitykset”) ennen Suojatun sisallon kdyttamistd. Kun Kayttdjd yrittdd toistaa tdllaista sisdltod,
Microsoftin valmistama WM-DRM-ohjelmisto iimoittaa, ettd kdyttdminen edellyttdd WM-DRM-pdivitystd, ja pyytdd
Kéyttdjan lupaa WM-DRM-pdivityksen lataamiseen. Kolmansien osapuolten kdyttdma WM-DRM-ohjelmisto saattaa
toimia samoin. Jos Kdyttdjd ei hyvaksy pdivitystd, WM-DRM-pdivitystd edellyttdvad sisdltdd ei voi kdyttdd. Kayttdjd voi
kuitenkin kdyttdd edelleen suojaamatonta sisdltéd ja sellaista Suojattua sisdltéd, joka ei edellytd péivitysta.

Avoimen Lihdekoodin Ohjelma. (a) Tdma ohjelmisto saattaa sisdltdd komponentteja, joihin sovelletaan avoimen
ldhdekoodin ehtoja, jotka on esitetty Laitteen mukana toimitetuissa asiakirjoissa. Tama Sopimus ei koske téllaista
ohjelmistoa. (b) Tdssd Sopimuksessa maaritelty kdyttooikeus ei myonnd Kayttdjélle oikeutta tai kdyttdoikeutta
kdyttdd, jakaa tai luoda Ohjelmistosta johdannaistuotteita millddn tavalla, joka siirtdisi Ohjelmiston Avoimen
Lahdekoodin Ehtojen piiriin. “Avoimen Lihdekoodin Ehdoilla” tarkoitetaan kdyttdoikeussopimuksen ehtoja,

jotka suorasti tai epdsuorasti (1) luovat tai joiden vditetddn luovan Philipsille velvollisuuksia Ohjelmiston ja/tai
siihen perustuvien johdannaistuotteiden suhteen; tai (2) myontdvat tai joiden véitetddn myodntavan kolmansille
osapuolille oikeuksia tai vapauksia Ohjelmistoa tai siilhen perustuvaa johdannaistuotetta koskeviin immateriaali- tai
omistusoikeuksiin.

Paittyminen Tdma Sopimus on voimassa ohjelmiston asentamisesta tai ensimmadisestd kadyttokerrasta eteenpdin

ja pddttyy (i) Philipsin niin pdattdessa, jos Kdyttdjd ei ole noudattanut tdamdn Sopimuksen ehtoja; tai (i) kun kaikki
Philipsin Kayttdjille taten toimittamat ohjelmiston kopiot ja siihen liittyvdt materiaalit on tuhottu. Philipsin oikeudet ja
Kéyttdjan velvollisuudet ovat voimassa tdmdn Sopimuksen pddttymiseen asti.

Paivitykset Philips voi oman harkintansa mukaan tehdd Ohjelmistoon pdivityksid, jotka julkaistaan ilmoittamalla niista
verkkosivuilla tai muulla tavoin. Mainitut péivitykset voidaan luovuttaa tdman Sopimuksen ehtojen mukaisesti tai ne
tarjotaan Kayttdjdlle edellyttden, ettd tamad hyvaksyy toisen sopimuksen

Tukipalvelut Philips ei ole velvollinen tarjoamaan Ohjelmistoon liittyvaa teknistd tai muuta tukea (“Tukipalvelut”). Jos
Philips tarjoaa Kayttdjdlle Tukipalveluita, palveluihin sovelletaan erillisid ehtoja, joista Kayttdjd sopii Philipsin kanssa.

Ohjelmiston rajoitettu takuu Philips toimittaa Ohjelmiston “sellaisenaan” ilman mitdan takuita lukuun ottamatta
sitd, ettd Ohjelmisto toimii olennaisilta osiltaan Ohjelmiston mukana toimitettavien asiakirjojen mukaisesti
yhdeksdnkymmenen (90) pdivéan ajan siitd, kun Kdyttdja on ensimmdisen kerran ladannut tai asentanut Ohjelmiston
tai kdyttdnyt Ohjelmistoa, sen mukaan, mikd ndistd tapahtuu ensimmdisend. Philipsin tdysi vastuu ja Kédyttdjan
yksinomainen korvaus tdman takuun rikkomisesta on Philipsin harkinnan mukaan joko (i) Kayttdjan Ohjelmistosta
maksaman hinnan (jos sellainen on) hyvittdminen; tai (b) tdssd annetun takuun vastaisen Ohjelmiston, joka on
palautettu Philipsille ostokuitin kopion kanssa, korjaaminen tai vaihtaminen. Tdma rajoitettu takuu ei pade, jos
Obhjelmiston vika on aiheutunut onnettomuudesta, vadrinkdytostd tai virheellisestd tai laittomasta kadytosta.
Korvaavan Ohjelmiston takuu on voimassa alkuperdisen takuuajan loppuun saakka tai 30 pdivdn ajan sen mukaan,
kumpi ajanjakso on pitempi. Tdmd rajoitettu takuu ei koske Kéyttdjad, jos Ohjelmisto on toimitettu Kayttdjille
ilmaiseksi ainoastaan arviointia varten.

TAI ETTA SE VASTAA KAYTTAJAN VAATIMUKSIA. KAIKKI VASTUU AIOTTUUN KAYTTOTARKOITUKSEEN
SOVELTUVAN OHJELMISTON VALITSEMISESTA, OHJELMISTON ASENTAMISESTA JA KAYTOSTA SEKA
OHJELMISTON AVULLA SAAVUTETUISTA TULOKSISTA ON KAYTTAJALLA. SINA MAARIN KUIN
SOVELTUVA LAKI ENIMMILLAAN SALLII, PHILIPS JA SEN LISENSSINANTAJAT SANOUTUVAT IRTI KAIKISTA
NIMENOMAISISTA JA OLETETUISTA TAKUISTA JA EHDOISTA, MUKAAN LUKIEN RAJOITUKSETTA

KAIKKI OLETETUT TAKUUT OHJELMISTON MYYNTIKELPOISUUDESTA, SOVELTUVUUDESTA TIETTYYN
TARKOITUKSEEN JA TULOSTEN OIKEELLISUUDESTA JA TAYDELLISYYDESTA OHJELMISTON JA MUKANA
TOIMITETTAVIEN MATERIAALIEN SUHTEEN. OIKEUDENLOUKKAUSTA VASTAAN EI MYONNETA TAKUUTA.
PHILIPS EI TAKAA, ETTA KAYTTAJA VOI LADATA, KOPIOIDA, TALLENTAA, NAYTTAA, SIRTAA JA/TAI
TOISTAA SUOJATTUA SISALTOA.

TAI SEN LISENSSINANTAJIEN TASTA SOPIMUKSESTA AIHEUTUVA KOKONAISVASTUU VAHINGOISTA El
MISSAAN TAPAUKSESSA YLITA KAYTTAJAN OHJELMISTOSTA MAKSAMAA HINTAA TAI VIITTA (5,00) EUROA.

Tavaramerkit Tietyt tdssd Sopimuksessa, Ohjelmistossa ja painetuissa kdyttGoppaissa kdytetyt tuotteiden ja Philipsin
nimet saattavat olla Philipsin, sen lisenssinantajien tai muiden kolmansien osapuolten tavaramerkkejd. Kdyttdjdlld ei ole

oikeutta kdyttdd nditd tavaramerkkeja.

Vientirajoitukset Kéyttdjd hyvaksyy, ettd Kdyttdjd ei vie tai vie uudelleen Ohjelmistoa suoraan tai epdsuorasti maahan,
jonne vienti edellyttdd Yhdysvaltojen Export Administration Act -lain tai vastaavan Yhdysvaltojen asetuksen tai
sdddoksen nojalla vientilupaa tai muuta Yhdysvaltojen hallinnon mydntdmad hyvaksyntdd, ellei asiaankuuluvaa lupaa
tai hyvaksyntdd ole saatu etukdteen. Kayttdjd sitoutuu noudattamaan tdtd vientisddnnostd lataamalla tai asentamalla
Ohjelmiston.

Sovellettava laki. Tdtd Sopimusta sddtelee Kdyttdjan asuinmaan lainsdddadntd ottamatta huomioon lakien
ristiriitaisuuksia. Tédhdan Sopimukseen liittyvat kiistat Kdyttdjan ja Philipsin valilld késitellddn ei-yksinomaisesti Kdyttdjan
asuinmaan tuomioistuimessa.

Yleistd Tdmd Sopimus muodostaa Kayttdjdn ja Philipsin vélisen koko sopimuksen ja se syrjdyttdd kaikki aiemmat esitykset,
sitoumukset tai muut Ohjelmistoon ja kdyttdoppaisiin liittyvdt viestit tai mainokset. Vaikka jotain osaa tdsta Sopimuksesta
pidettdisiin patemattémand, muu Sopimus pysyy voimassa. Tama Sopimus ei vaikuta kuluttajana toimivien osapuolten
lainmukaisiin oikeuksiin.
