Receiving

Inspect the exterior packaging

Before unpacking the shipment, verify that the shipping label matches the bill of
lading and carefully inspect the exterior of the shipment immediately upon
receipt.

Inspect the Equipment

Once you have unpacked the rack, carefully inspect it for visible signs of
shipping damage. If you detect shipping damage, contact your shipping
company and APC by Schneider Electric Customer Support at the number
listed on the yellow label on the front of the enclosure or at www.apc.com.

Tools Required (not provided)

Use scissors or a box cutter to cut through the straps securing the foam
packaging on the corners of the rack.

Use a wrench to remove the bolts securing the brackets to the pallet and rack.
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The rack should be stored indoors and out of the weather. Do not allow the rack
to be exposed to the elements.
