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[Q? IMPORTANT: To prevent damage to the monitor, do not touch the surface of the LCD panel. Pressure on the
panel can cause nonuniformity of color or disorientation of the liquid crystals. If this occurs, the screen will
not recover to its normal condition.

IMPORTANT: To prevent the screen from getting scratched, defaced, or broken and to prevent damage to
the control buttons, position the monitor facedown on a flat surface covered with protective sheet foam or a
nonabrasive cloth.

Attaching the monitor stand

Correctly attaching your monitor stand is critical for safe use. This section describes how to safely attach a
stand.

9 TIP: Consider the placement of the monitor, because surrounding light and bright surfaces might cause
interfering reflections.

[ﬁ%’ NOTE: The procedures for attaching a monitor stand might be different on other models.

1.  Position the monitor head facedown and attach the stand to the back of the monitor head.

2. Attach the base to the stand (1) and secure the screw (2).
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Mounting the monitor head

To attach your monitor to a wall using a swing arm or other mounting fixture, follow the steps in this section
to safely and securely connect your monitor.

@’ IMPORTANT: This monitor supports the VESA industry-standard 100 mm mounting holes. To attach a third-
party mounting solution to the monitor head, use four 4 mm, 0.7 pitch, and 10 mm long screws. Longer
screws might damage the monitor. Be sure that the manufacturer’s mounting solution is compliant with the
VESA standard and is rated to support the weight of the monitor head. For best performance, use the power
and video cables provided with the monitor.

[%’/f NOTE: This apparatus is intended to be supported by a UL-listed or CSA-listed wall-mount bracket.

Removing the monitor stand

If you decide to use a wall mount instead of the monitor stand that you attached, first remove the stand.

E/f’ IMPORTANT: Before you disassemble the monitor, be sure that the monitor is turned off and all cables are
disconnected.

IMPORTANT: To position and stabilize the monitor, HP recommends that two people perform these
procedures.

1. Disconnect and remove all cables from the monitor.

2. Position the monitor facedown on a flat surface covered by protective sheet made of foam or a clean,
dry cloth.

3. Push up the latch near the bottom center of the stand’s mounting plate (1).

4. Lift the stand from the monitor head (2).

Attaching the monitor head to a mounting device

You might need additional tools such as a screwdriver (purchased separately) when you attach a mounting
device. To avoid damage to your monitor, follow these instructions.

1.  Remove the monitor stand if it is attached. See Removing the monitor stand on page 7.

2. Use aflathead screwdriver to pry open the VESA cover on the back of the monitor, and remove the VESA
cover (1).

3. Use ascrewdriver to remove the six screws that hold the hinge in place (2), and then remove the hinge
(3).

4. Remove the four screws from the VESA holes located on the back of the monitor and use them to attach
the mounting device as indicated in the following step 6.

5. Onthe swing arm, rotate the VESA adapter to 45° to line up with the screw holes on the back of the
monitor (1) before attaching it to the monitor.
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6. With the VESA adapter rotated to 45°, insert the VESA adapter into the slot on the back of the monitor
head (2). Then secure the adapter to the monitor head by inserting the four VESA screws into the screw
holes on the adapter and monitor head and tightening them (3). Be sure that the adapter is properly
secured to the monitor head before use.

@9 IMPORTANT: If these instructions do not apply to your device, then follow the mounting device
manufacturer’s instructions when mounting the monitor to a wall or swing arm.

Connecting the cables

In addition to details about how to connect a cable, this section contains information about how your monitor
functions when you connect certain cables.

[%f NOTE: Depending on the model, the monitor might be capable of supporting HDMI or DisplayPort inputs.
The video mode is determined by the video cable used. The monitor automatically determines which inputs
have valid video signals. You can select the inputs through the 0SD menu. The monitor ships with select
cables. Not all cables shown in this section are included with the monitor.

1.  Place the monitor in a convenient, well-ventilated location near the computer.

2. Connect avideo cable.

e  Connect one end of a DisplayPort cable to the DisplayPort connector on the rear of the monitor and
the other end to the DisplayPort connector on the source device.

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e  Connect one end of an HDMI cable to the HDMI port on the rear of the monitor and the other end to
the HDMI port on the source device.
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3{%9 NOTE: You must connect a USB Type-A-to-USB Type-B cable from the source device to the USB Type-B
port (upstream) on the rear of the monitor to enable the two USB Type-A ports (downstream) on the
monitor. For more information, see Connecting USB devices on page 12.

Connect one end of a USB cable to a USB port on the monitor and the other end to the USB port on the
source device.

4. Connect one end of the power cord to the AC adapter (1) and the other end to a grounded AC outlet (2).
Then connect the AC adapter to the power connector on the monitor (3).

A WARNING! To reduce the risk of electric shock or damage to the equipment:
Do not disable the power cord grounding plug. The grounding plug is an important safety feature.
Plug the power cord into a grounded (earthed) AC outlet that is easily accessible at all times.
Disconnect power from the equipment by unplugging the power cord from the AC outlet.

For your safety, do not place anything on power cords or cables. Arrange them so that no one can
accidentally step on or trip over them. Do not pull on a cord or cable. When unplugging the power cord
from the AC outlet, grasp the cord by the plug.

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Connecting USB devices

Use USB ports to connect devices such as a digital camera, USB keyboard, or USB mouse. There are two USB
Type-A ports on the monitor to connect to a device (downstream).

I%? NOTE: You must connect a USB Type-A-to-USB Type-B cable from the source device to the USB Type-B port
(upstream) on the rear of the monitor to enable the USB Type-B port to serve as a USB hub for a mouse,
keyboards, phones, USB flash drives, and practically anything that is USB-connected and can accept 5 V.

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Installing a security cable

As a security measure, you can secure the monitor to a fixed object with an optional security cable available
from HP. Use the key that came with the optional security cable to attach and remove the lock.

Turning on the monitor

This section provides important information about preventing damage to your monitor, startup indicators,
and troubleshooting information.

i IMPORTANT: Burn-in image damage might occur on monitors that display the same static image on the
screen for 2 or more hours. To avoid burn-in image damage, you should always activate a screen saver
application or turn off the monitor when it will not be in use for a prolonged period of time. Image retention is
a condition that might occur on all LCD screens. Burn-in damage on the monitor is not covered under the HP
warranty.

NOTE: On select HP monitors, you can disable the power light in the 0SD menu. Press the center of the 0SD
controller to open the 0SD, select Power, select Power LED, and then select Off.

A Press the power button on the rear of the monitor to turn it on.

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When you first turn on your monitor, a monitor status message is displayed for 5 seconds. The message
shows which input is the current active signal, the status of the auto-switch source setting (On or Off; default
setting is On), the current preset display resolution, and the recommended preset display resolution.

The monitor automatically scans the signal inputs for an active input and uses that input for the display.

HP watermark and image retention policy

Some monitors are designed with In-Plane Switching (IPS) display technology, which provides ultrawide
viewing angles and advanced image quality. Though suitable for many applications, this panel technology is
not suitable for static, stationary, or fixed images for long periods of time, unless you use screen savers.

Applications with static images can include camera surveillance, video games, marketing logos, and
templates. Static images can cause image retention damage that could look like stains or watermarks on the
monitor's screen.

Image retention damage on monitors that are in use 24 hours per day is not covered under the HP warranty.
To avoid image retention damage, always turn off the monitor when it is not in use, or use the power
management setting, if supported on your computer, to turn off the monitor when the computer is idle.

This chapter describes how to use your monitor and its features, including software and utilities, the 0SD
menu, color presets, Auto-Sleep Mode, Picture in Picture (PiP), and Picture beside Picture (PbP).

The Information file

The INF file defines monitor resources used by Windows® operating systems to ensure monitor compatibility
with the computer’s graphics adapter.

This monitor is Plug and Play compatible, and the monitor will work correctly without installing the INF file.
Monitor Plug and Play compatibility requires that the computer’s graphics card is VESA DDC2 compliant and
that the monitor connects directly to the graphics card. Plug and Play does not work through separate BNC-
type connectors or through distribution buffers, boxes, or both.

The Image Color Matching file

The ICM files are data files that are used in conjunction with graphics programs to provide consistent color
matching from monitor screen to printer, or from scanner to monitor screen. These files are activated from
within graphics programs that support this feature.

E?’”f NOTE: TheICM color profile is written in accordance with the International Color Consortium (ICC) Profile
Format specification.

Using the 0SD menu

You can adjust your HP monitor to suit your preferences. Use the 0SD menu to customize the viewing features
of your monitor.

To access and make adjustments in the 0SD, use the OSD controller on the monitor's rear panel.

To access the 0SD menu and make adjustments:

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1.  If the monitor is not already on, press the power button to turn on the monitor.
2.  Press the center of the OSD controller.

3. Move the controller up, down, left, or right to navigate menu choices. Press the center of the controller
to make a selection.

The following table lists possible menu selections in the 0SD main menu. It includes descriptions for each
setting and its impacts on your monitor's appearance or performance.

Table 2-1 0SD menu options and descriptions

Main menu Description

Gaming Selects and adjusts gaming preferences, such as Adaptive-Sync, response time, Edge Precision, Shadow
Vision, frame rate, message timers, crosshair, and multiple-monitor alignment.

Image Adjusts the screen image, including brightness, contrast, dynamic contrast, black stretch, sharpness, and
image scaling.

Color Provides a variety of color presets that configure the monitor for different viewing situations.

Input Selects the video input signal (DisplayPort or HDMI). Adjusts PIP, Auto-Switch Input, DisplayPort Hot-Plug
Detection, and DisplayPort Mode.

Power Adjusts the power settings.

Menu Adjusts the 0SD menu and function button controls.

Management Returns all 0SD menu settings to the factory default settings.

Information Provides information about the monitor such as optimal display mode and serial number.

Exit Exits the OSD menu screen.

Selecting color presets

Use the 0SD menu to select from a variety of color presets that configure the monitor for a variety of different
viewing situations.

To access the color presets:
1. Inthe OSD menu, select the Color menu.

2. Select a color preset. The following table describes the available color presets.
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& NOTE: Each preset has both a standard dynamic range (SDR) and high dynamic range (HDR) configuration.

Table 2-2 Color presets and descriptions

Color preset Description

Gaming A high brightness preset that takes advantage of the native, wide gamut of the monitor. In HDR, this
preset uses the 2084 PQ + clip response, as recommended by the HDR Gaming Interest Group, a
consortium of gaming developers and monitor manufacturers.

Game Remaster Mode Recommended for non-native (<1080p) resolutions (i.e. older gaming consoles), this color preset can
enhance the visual quality of gaming content.

Standard Recommended for general computing use, this preset has an SRGB gamut in SDR and a P3 gamut in HDR.
Both modes have a D65 white point.
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Table 2-2 Color presets and descriptions (continued)

Color preset Description

Warm This color preset provides a warmer D55 white point for the SDR mode. This white point is close to that
used by 35 mm projectors and may be preferred for watching black-and-white films because it more
closely matches their original appearance.

Cool Identical to the Standard color preset, but provides a cooler, more blue look than the standard white point.
This preset uses a D75 white point.

Native This is the native color temperature and gamut of the LCD panel (no color processing or tuning is
performed).
Night Night mode is a low blue light preset that reduces the amount of blue spectral energy emitted by the

monitor. This color preset has a very warm color temperature (2856K).

HP Enhance+ The HP Enhance+ color submenu/preset adds an additional level of detail (sharpness and contrast) to
static images and motion video to enhance their appearance. The three user-selectable options are Low,
Medium, and High. The default is Medium.

Using RGB Gain Adjust

RGB Gain Adjust can be used to adjust the color temperature of any color preset. RGB gain adjustments are
stored separately for each color preset.

Using Auto-Sleep Mode (select products only)

Your monitor has an energy-saving feature called Auto-Sleep Mode, a reduced power state. This section
describes how to activate or adjust Auto-Sleep Mode on your monitor.

When Auto-Sleep Mode is enabled (enabled by default), the monitor enters a reduced power state when the
computer signals low power mode (absence of either horizontal or vertical sync signal).

Upon entering this reduced power state (Auto-Sleep mode), the monitor screen is blanked, the backlight turns
off, and the power light turns amber. The monitor draws less than 0.5 W of power when in this reduced power
state. The monitor wakes from Auto-Sleep mode when the computer sends an active signal to the monitor
(for example, when you activate the mouse or keyboard).

To disable Auto-Sleep Mode in the OSD:

1. Press the center of the 0SD controller to open the 0SD.
2. Inthe OSD, select Power.

3. Select Auto-Sleep Mode, and then select Off.

Using PiP and PbP (select products only)

The monitor supports both Picture in Picture (PiP), where one source is overlaid on another, and Picture
beside Picture (PbP), where one source is positioned adjacent to another either horizontally (for landscape
orientation) or vertically (for portrait orientation). Two full HD (FHD) images can be displayed in the PiP mode.

To use PiP or PbP:
1. Connect a secondary input source to the monitor.

2.  Press the center of the OSD controller on the rear panel to open the 0SD.
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3. Inthe OSD, select Input and then select PIP.

The monitor scans the secondary inputs for a valid signal input and uses that input for the PiP or PbP
picture.

4. If you want to change the PiP or PbP input, select PIP in the OSD, and then select Assign Inputs.

5. If you want to change the size of the PiP, select PIP Size in the 0SD, and then select the size that you
want.

6. If you want to adjust the position of the PiP, select PIP Position in the 0SD, and then select the position
that you want.
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3 Support and troubleshooting

If your monitor is not working as expected, you might be able to resolve the issue by following the
instructions in this section.

Solving common issues

The following table lists possible issues, the possible cause of each issue, and the recommended solutions.

Table 3-1 Common issues and solutions

Issues

Possible cause

Solution

Screen is blank or video is
blinking.

Power cord is disconnected.

Connect the power cord.

Monitor is off.

Press the monitor power button.

NOTE: If pressing the power button has no effect, press and
hold the power button for 10 sec to disable the Power Button
Lockout feature.

Video cable is improperly connected.

Connect the video cable properly. For more information, see
Connecting the cables on page 9.

System is in Auto-Sleep Mode.

Press any key on the keyboard or move the mouse to
inactivate the screen blanking utility.

Video card is incompatible.

Open the 0SD menu and select the Input menu. Set Auto-
Switch Inputs to Off and manually select the input.

or

Replace the video card or connect the video cable to one of
the computer’s on-board video sources.

Image appears blurred,
indistinct, or too dark.

Brightness setting is too low.

Open the 0SD menu, and select the Image menu. Select
Brightness to adjust the brightness scale as needed.

“Check Video Cable” is
displayed on the screen.

Monitor video cable is disconnected.

Connect the appropriate video signal cable between the
computer and monitor. Be sure that the computer power is off
while connecting the video cable.

“Input Signal Out of Range” is
displayed on screen.

Video resolution and/or refresh rate
are set higher than the monitor
supports.

Change the setting to a supported setting (see 62.22 cm (24.5
in) model on page 24).

The monitor does not enter
into a low-power sleep state.

The monitor's power saving control is
disabled.

Open the 0SD menu and select Power, select Auto-Sleep
Mode, and then set auto-sleep to On.

“0SD Lockout” is displayed.

The monitor's 0SD Lockout function
is enabled.

Press and hold the center of the OSD controller for 10 seconds
to disable the OSD Lockout function.

“Power Button Lockout” is
displayed.

The monitor's Power Button Lockout
feature is enabled.

Press and hold the Power button for 10 seconds to unlock the
power button function.

Solving common issues
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Button lockouts

The button lockout function is available only when the monitor is on, an active signal is displayed, and the
0SD menuis closed. Holding down the power button for 10 seconds disables that button. You can re-enable
the button by holding it down again for 10 seconds.
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4 Maintaining the monitor

Properly maintained, your monitor can run for many years. These instructions provide steps you can perform
to keep your monitor in the best condition.

Maintenance guidelines

Follow these instructions to enhance the performance and extend the life of the monitor.

Do not open the monitor cabinet or attempt to service this product yourself. Adjust only those controls
that are covered in the operating instructions. If the monitor is not operating properly or has been
dropped or damaged, contact an authorized HP dealer, reseller, or service provider.

Use only a power source and connection appropriate for this monitor, as indicated on the label or back
plate of the monitor.

Be sure that the total ampere rating of the products connected to the outlet does not exceed the current
rating of the AC outlet and that the total ampere rating of the products connected to the cord does not
exceed the rating of the cord. Look on the power label to determine the ampere rating (AMPS or A) for
each device.

Install the monitor near an outlet that you can easily reach. Disconnect the monitor by grasping the plug
firmly and pulling it from the outlet. Never disconnect the monitor by pulling the cord.

Turn the monitor off when it is not in use, and use a screen saver program. Doing this can substantially
increase the life expectancy of the monitor.

r_ﬁf NOTE: A burned-inimage on the monitor is not covered under the HP warranty.

Never block the slots and openings of the cabinet or push objects into them. These openings provide
ventilation.

Do not drop the monitor or place it on an unstable surface.
Do not allow anything to rest on the power cord. Do not walk on the cord.

Keep the monitor in a well-ventilated area, away from excessive light, heat, or moisture.

Cleaning the monitor

Use these instructions to clean your monitor when necessary.

Turn off the monitor and unplug the power cord from the AC outlet.
Disconnect any external devices.
Dust the monitor by wiping the screen and the cabinet with a soft, clean antistatic cloth.

For more difficult cleaning situations, use a 50/50 mix of water and isopropyl alcohol.

@ IMPORTANT: Do not use cleaners that contain petroleum-based materials such as benzene, thinner, or

any volatile substance to clean the monitor screen or cabinet. These chemicals might damage the
monitor.
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IMPORTANT: Spray the cleaner onto a cloth and use the damp cloth to gently wipe the screen surface.
Never spray the cleaner directly on the screen surface. It can run behind the bezel and damage the
electronics. The cloth should be moist, but not wet. Water dripping into the ventilation openings or other
points of entry can cause damage to the monitor. Allow the monitor to air-dry before use.

5.  After you remove the dirt and debris, you can also clean the surfaces with a disinfectant. The World
Health Organization (WHO) recommends cleaning surfaces, followed by disinfection, as a best practice
for preventing the spread of viral respiratory illnesses and harmful bacteria. A disinfectant that is within
HP’s cleaning guidelines is an alcohol solution consisting of 70% isopropyl alcohol and 30% water. This
solution is also known as rubbing alcohol and is sold in most stores.

Keep the original packing box in a storage area. You might need it later if you ship the monitor or move.

Standards and legislation

Countries worldwide are enacting regulations to improve access to products and services for persons with
disabilities. These regulations are historically applicable to telecommunications products and services, PCs
and printers with certain communications and video playback features, their associated user documentation,
and their customer support.

Standards

The US Access Board created Section 508 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) standards to address
access to information and communication technology (ICT) for people with physical, sensory, or cognitive
disabilities.

The standards contain technical criteria specific to various types of technologies, as well as performance-
based requirements which focus on functional capabilities of covered products. Specific criteria cover
software applications and operating systems, web-based information and applications, computers,
telecommunications products, video and multimedia, and self-contained closed products.

Mandate 376 —EN 301 549

The European Union created the EN 301 549 standard within Mandate 376 as an online toolkit for public
procurement of ICT products. The standard specifies the accessibility requirements applicable to ICT products
and services, with a description of the test procedures and evaluation methodology for each requirement.

Web Content Accessibility Guidelines (WCAG)

Web Content Accessibility Guidelines (WCAG) from the W3C's Web Accessibility Initiative (WAI) helps web
designers and developers create sites that better meet the needs of people with disabilities or age-related
limitations.

WCAG advances accessibility across the full range of web content (text, images, audio, and video) and web
applications. WCAG can be precisely tested, is easy to understand and use, and allows web developers
flexibility for innovation. WCAG 2.0 has also been approved as ISO/IEC 40500:2012.

WCAG specifically addresses barriers to accessing the web experienced by people with visual, auditory,
physical, cognitive, and neurological disabilities, and by older web users with accessibility needs. WCAG 2.0
provides characteristics of accessible content:

e  Perceivable (for instance, by addressing text alternatives for images, captions for audio, adaptability of
presentation, and color contrast)

e  Operable (by addressing keyboard access, color contrast, timing of input, seizure avoidance, and
navigability)

e  Understandable (by addressing readability, predictability, and input assistance)

e Robust (for instance, by addressing compatibility with assistive technologies)
