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Adjusting the volume

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Cleaning and maintaining the headset system

Liquids can damage the electronics of the product!

Do not use any cleansing agents or solvents.

Only use a dry and soft cloth to clean the product.
Clean the charging contacts of the headset and the charging cable from time to time using e.g. a cotton swab.

Replacing the ear pads

For hygienic reasons, you should replace the ear pads from time to time. Spare ear pads are available from your EPOS
partner.

Carefully remove the old ear pad from the ear cup. Attach the new ear pad to the ear cup by pressing firmly
around the ear pad.
